Conversations About Jesus
Fishing for Men: Matthew 4:18-22
Icebreaker (10 Minutes):
Tell us about one of your favorite teachers growing up.  What did you like about this person?  What made him/her a great teacher?
Discussion (30 minutes):

As Jesus was walking beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon called Peter and his brother Andrew. They were casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen. “Come, follow me,” Jesus said, “and I will make you fishers of men.”  At once they left their nets and followed him.

Going on from there, he saw two other brothers, James son of Zebedee and his brother John. They were in a boat with their father Zebedee, preparing their nets.  Jesus called them, and immediately they left the boat and their father followed him. 







Matthew 4:18-22
What kind of people do you like to follow? What makes a good leader?

Why do you think the people followed Jesus so quickly?

What do you find most difficult about following Christ?
What did Jesus tell the disciples they were going to be doing?  What do you think he meant by this?
Leader’s Note:
Jesus was asking them to follow Him.  This meant that they were going to have to
 leave their work and began a new kind of work.  Instead of fishing for fish to make money, they were going to be fishing for men to change their lives. Their nets were no longer of any use.

What sort of things do people “fish” for in our culture?  What are you “fishing” for?

Leader’s Note:
Examples of things that people fish for are money, fame, power, possessions, etc…
Application:
What can our Small Group do to become a group of people that fishes for men to change lives?  Do we have any attitudes that need to be changed? What are some things you can do in your personal life to become a fisher of men?
