Conversations About Jesus
He Calms the Storm: Luke 8:22-25
Icebreaker (10 Minutes):

Talk about a time when you knew you were out of control (For example: you were ice-skating and you fell every time you tried to push off the ice.). 
Discussion (30 minutes):
One day Jesus said to his disciples, “Let’s go over to the other side of the lake.” So they got into a boat and set out.  As they sailed, he fell asleep. A squall came down on the lake, so that the boat was being swamped, and they were in great danger.
The disciples went and woke him, saying, “Master, Master, we’re going to drown!” He got up and rebuked the wind and the raging waters; the storm subsided and was calm. “Where is your faith?” he asked his disciples.

In fear and amazement they asked one another, “Who is this? He commands the wind and the water, and they obey him.”







Luke 8:22-25

What were the disciples doing when the storm came? Were they preparing for the storm?

Leader’s Note:

Just as the disciples were surprised by the storm, difficult situations will often surprise us.  Often, there is nothing we can do to prepare for that which life brings our way.

Share a time in your life when you were surprised by a storm or difficult situation.

Back to the story:  When did the disciples decide to go Jesus? 

Did the disciples ask for help?  How did Jesus respond to them?


Leader’s Note:

The disciples did not ask for help because they didn’t believe that Christ could command the winds and the rain.  The disciples felt helpless. They simply went to Jesus, and told Him what was going on around them. Christ responds to them by taking care of their need first, then he taught them about faith.

What does Christ’s response to the disciples teach us about God?

How do you think the disciples would have responded the next time they were caught in a storm?


Leader’s Note:

This was a learning experience for the disciples.  The next time they were faced with an unexpected difficulty, they probably had a lot more confidence, knowing that God could help them in any situation.

Think about the difficult times in your life.  How did God respond to your need during those times?
